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TOWN OF HYPOLUXO’S ENERGY GRANTS

The Town of Hypoluxo received federal funds to support
three energy saving grants. The following is the status of
each grant program:

LED Street and Parking Lights — The Town is installing
street and parking lot LED lights in four housing develop-
ments located in Hypoluxo. The energy savings should be
substantial for each of the developments. The installa-
tions of the LED lights should be completed over the sum-
mer. Some developments were interested in the LED
Lighting program, however, if FP&L owns the poles and
lights LED lights are not permitted at this time.

Programmable Thermostats — If you indicated an interest
in having a programmable thermostat installed in your
home, you should have received a letter from the Town
with the particulars of proceeding to have the installation
completed. Nearly 300 residences will be equipped with
programmable thermostats. This also should be a cost
savings to those who program their thermostats.

Tankless Water Heaters — Unfortunately, the tankless wa-
ter heater program has to be abolished. A large number
of residents requested the tankless water heaters. This
resulted in reviewing the electrical configuration of each
request. The variances in electrical needs for the installa-
tion varied widely and the program could not be imple-
mented. The costs for electric rewiring exceeded the
amount of money available for the tankless water heaters.
As a result of the abandonment of the tankless water
heater program, the Town is in discussion with representa-
tives from the State and Federal Governments to provide
another energy savings program to each of our residents.
More about this proposed program will be shared when
the details have been worked out.

LANTANA POLICE CARE PROGRAM

The Lantana Police Department's Community Action to
Reach the Elderly (CARE) is fully functional and operating
program. The CARE program is available to Hypoluxo
residents as well. With this program-specific officers are
assigned to make visits with elderly residents while on
their normal patrol routes. Participation in the program is
voluntary. If you notice residents confused or lonely,
please notify one of our Police Officers. The local busi-
ness community has been a tremendous supporter of the
program. Due to their support the Police Department is
able to deliver meals at Thanksgiving and Christmas and
also provide a gift basket with various items donated by
local businesses or employees of the Town. During the
hurricane season the officers keep the participants in-
formed of emergency information and try to insure that
they have some type of emergency plan in place in case
of evacuation. The CARE program provides a very neces-
sary service for our senior citizens.

BEACH CLEAN-UP

Our beaches are important to all of us. They help with the
economy by enticing visitors and tourists to our area. But,
beaches require maintenance. Do you know that more
than 6 million tons of debris enters the world’'s oceans
every year and that there are over 18,000 pieces of plastic
litter floating on every square mile of the oceans? There
are organizations devoted to keeping our beaches clean.
One such organization is the Sands Sifters. This is a vol

unteer organization. They are dedicated to keeping area
beaches and parks clean and safe for people and marine

life. They have successfully removed hundreds of tons of
litter from 5.5 miles of local beaches since their inception
six years ago.

AMBASSADORS AT PALM BEACH
INTERNATIONAL AIRPORT

When visiting Palm Beach International Airport you have
noticed the Ambassadors assisting visitors to our area.
There is a committed force of over 79 volunteers known
as “Airport Ambassadors” who have been actively assist-
ing travelers at the airport for over 22 years. The Palm
Beach County Convention and Visitors Bureau oversees
the program and is planning to expand the services to
include information such as local attractions and lodging.
Ambassadors receive training, free parking and meal tick-
ets worth $13.75 for every shift they work. For more in-
formation on the program or to volunteer, please contact
the Palm Beach County Convention and Visitors Bureau.

HURRICANE SEASON

Hurricane Season is here. Between now and November
30" it is important to be prepared for a hurricane. There
are tasks to be done now, before there is an alert about a
hurricane. Non-perishable food supplies and bottled wa-
ter should be stored away. Important papers should be
copied and stored in at least two different locations.
Flashlights should be available with fresh batteries. It
also is a good idea to have a battery operated radio. If
you own a generator, it should be turned on and tested
every 30 days. During the hurricane it is important to be
in a safe room or a safe location. If you are encouraged
to evacuate the area, there will be shelters open through-
out Palm Beach County. Important, pre-register now for
a pet shelter by calling 233-1200. Cell phones and line
telephones may not be available during a hurricane and
in the days following the storm. For this reason it is im-
portant to let a relative or friend know your hurricane
plans. Following the hurricane it is important to assess
damages. Be careful driving due to downed trees and
power lines. Storm debris will be picked up separately. It
is important to always practice safe procedures when
dealing with a hurricane. You can survive a hurricane;
however, it does take planning. Hopefully, there will be
no hurricanes striking Florida this year. A new program
called “iDart” is an assessment and reporting tool that is
available to all residents to assist in identifying devasta-
tion after a disaster occurs. Residents can nhow commu-
nicate with emergency officials via their Smartphone or
the Internet to report property damage by logging onto
www.pbcgov.com/idart.

FIREWORKS

Most fireworks are illegal and should not be used in resi-
dential areas. Last year a fireworks’ rocket went up in the
area and landed on a boat. There was damage done to
the boat and potentially a fire could have happened.
There are a number of boats throughout the Town of
Hypoluxo. No one wants to do damage to a boat or to
anyone’s personal property. lllegal fireworks can do
damage and this should be avoided. Also, with a drought
fireworks can start fires on lawns, bushes or in trees. We
have all seen on TV the damage brush fires can cause.
Fireworks can hurt people as well. You are encouraged
not to use fireworks. If you see someone doing so,
please contact the police. The Town of Hypoluxo should
be a safe community during all holidays.
